DONATION INFORMATION

As you face the close of 2005, remember that charitable giving before December 31 may have
important tax advantages for you--in addition to being a great blessing to the hurting that SFM is
working with.

This year, Congress has given special incentives to give before December 31, with the passage of
the Hurricane Katrina Tax Relief Act. This act is designed to spur charitable giving toward relief
efforts, but it covers all charitable giving and basically says that any cash gift to a charity, between
August 28 and December 31, is deductible up to 100% of gross income.

Further, anyone age 59 or over who withdraws funds from an IRA can make unlimited gifts to a
charity from the IRA with a full tax deduction--and no matter how small or large the gift, it is totally
deductible.

So especially now, end-of-year giving has never been more advantageous, and of course it will
help to bring healing to the hurting, not only here, but also to the people in India and Africa.

An outright gift of cash, dated and postmarked by December 31, 2005
may apply toward this year's taxes as part of your deduction for
charitable giving. This is the easiest and most straightforward way to
give.
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A gift of appreciated stocks or property before December 31 may help you avoid capital gains tax.
If you have held the stocks or property for over one year, and they have increased in value, when
you sell them this year, you could owe capital gains tax. But when you give them as a charitable
contribution, you may be spared the tax and receive a tax deduction for the fair market value of the
appreciated property.

If you have an auxiliary life insurance policy that is no longer needed by your family, another easy
way to give: designate Set Free Ministries as the beneficiary of the auxiliary policy. It does not
require any cash outlay now, but will help to bring healing to the hurting, even after you have gone
home to be with the Lord.
